
Information about the European elections in Arboga 
Municipality in 2024 

In these elections, the citizens of the Member States of the European Union 
(EU) choose who will represent them in the European Parliament for the 
next five years. 

Early voting 

In Arboga Municipality, early voting is possible from 22 May to 9 June 
2024. Voting takes place at the Municipal Library (stadsbiblioteket). To vote 
early, you must show a valid identity document and your voter card 
(röstkort). If you have lost your voter card, the library staff can produce a 
new one. On election day (9 June), the library is open both as an early-
voting station and as a regular voting station. 

Opening hours of the library between 22 May and 8 June 

Monday to Thursday 10:30 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 

Friday  10:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. 

Saturday and Sunday 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. 

Sunday 9 June 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. 

The Klockaregården parish house in Medåker will also serve as an early-
voting station on election day. It will be open from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. 

Regular voting 

On election day, voting stations are open from 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. Your 
voter card (röstkort) contains information about the voting station where 
you should vote. To vote on election day, you must bring a valid identity 
document.

Ambulatory reception of votes 

Ambulatory reception of votes is an opportunity for voters who are unable 
to go on their own to a voting station. Arboga Municipality offers 
ambulatory reception of votes from 22 May to 9 June. Concretely, this 
means that two vote receivers help the voter to vote in his or her home.
